Video Game Review—Middle Earth: Shadow of Mordor

If you were doing a little gift shopping and spotted a video game titled Middle-earth: Shadow of 

Mordor, it would make total sense that you might pick it up thinking, "Oooh, this is that thing with 

hobbits!" So be warned: This very M-rated, violent battle-obsessed adventure isn't populated by 

little guys with big hairy feet. (Though we do run across a scrawny little scavenger named Gollum 

at one point.) 

 

The focus, instead, is put on a human Ranger of Gondor named Talion. The game opens with a few 

flashback scenes that show us the love and devotion he has for his family ... just before he and they 

are all brutally murdered in a ritualistic execution. An evil fiend called the Black Hand has 

purposely sacrificed Talion and his brood as a means to grab some undefined dark power. 

 

Talion's ghost is then magically bound to the amnesiac and nameless spirit of a once powerful elf. And it's up to the 

reconstituted Talion to use his own special fighting skills right along with the otherworldly wraith-like gifts of the elf to 

piece together the truth and somehow wreak deadly vengeance—which mostly amounts to killing every nasty and hideous 

orc and Uruk, berserker and ghoul you can find, ever-spawning legions of which galumph throughout this Middle-earth.  

The gamemakers designed that ongoing bloody quest to be as "fun" as possible by giving Talion superhuman agility. With 

Assassin's Creed-like ease the Ranger can scamper up the side of crumbling towers and leap from building to building like 

a seasoned parkour master powered by Spider-Man's webs. When crouched up on an elevated perch he can then pull out 

his bow, slow down time itself and spill the brains of any head within range. He can swan-dive to the ground unscathed 

from dizzying heights to slaughter one of Sauron's minions. And he can crawl into nearby bushes and effectively 

disappear, only to leap out and rip open the throat of any passing enemy.  

OK, I suppose if you were to press me, I would have to admit that you can see a certain side of J.R.R. Tolkien's Lord of 

the Rings in this game. But it would be only the bloody-crush-of-battle side of things, the roaring-clashing-forces-gut-

slashing-crumple-over-and-die side of things. The mountaintop moments, where you taste the crisp breeze and wait for 

rescuing Great Eagles? Well, that's another world altogether.

MUSIC REVIEW—TENTH AVENUE NORTH: Cathedrals 

While the Marvel Cinematic Universe is dominating the live-action box-office with some of the 
publisher’s more well-known characters, some of the lesser-known characters are finding a home 
in the animated world.  Disney’s latest animated effort is based on a lesser-known Marvel 
property.  They may have been lesser-known characters going in, but the heroes of Big Hero 6 
likely won’t remain so obscure for long as this movie is primed to be a major hit. 
 
The movie focuses on the appropriately-named Hiro, a young genius who graduated high school 
at thirteen, but doesn’t have any ambitions outside of hustling some money participating in local 
remote control robot fights.  However, after his older brother gives him a tour of his college 
workshop where he and his friends are working to turn science fiction into reality, Hiro is instantly 
motivated to do something more.  He decides right then and there that he wants attend that school 
and enters an invention contest which would award the most impressive participant admission to 
the school. 
 

Hiro dazzles the head of the school with his presentation and is granted a spot in the school, but an unexpected tragedy 
leaves Hiro depressed and uninterested in attending any of his classes.  Things change, however, when Hiro finds the 
marshmallow-soft medical assistance robot named Baymax that his brother had been designing.  With Baymax’s help, Hiro 
stumbles across a villain who is using Hiro’s own invention for some devious purpose.  Repurposing Baymax as a fighting 
(and flying) robot and getting the assistance of his brother’s friends, Hiro forms a team of self-made superheroes who seek 
to save the city of San Fransokyo from this evil menace. 
 
As we have come to expect from Disney, the animation is top-notch.  The visuals seem to blend the styles of Japanese 
anime with that of traditional Hollywood animation styles to create characters and cityscapes that seem right at home in the 
fictionally blended city of San Fransokyo, where the movie takes place. 
 
A cute, cuddly robot is not all that this movie has going for it, however.  It is, after all, a superhero movie and as such it pulls 
off some quite impressive action scenes.  There are also a few tender moments between Hiro and Baymax that lend the 
movie some emotional weight. 
 
Big Hero 6’s lone weakness is that the ultimate identity of the villain and his motivation.  The bad guy is unconvincing given 
how the character is set up in the first part of the movie.  That’s a small complaint, however, in an otherwise fantastic 
movie.  Make sure you get to the theater on-time, too, because the short film called Feast that plays before the film just may 
be one of the best animated shorts Disney has ever created.  
 
Big Hero 6 is rated PG for “action and peril, some rude humor, and thematic elements.”  The material in this movie is typical 
for most modern animated films.  Parents shouldn’t be too worried about letting their kids see this one.
