Americans are drowning in plastic debt. The average household in this country owes nearly $10,000 on credit
cards and it's tough to get out of that hole. But financial guru, Dave Ramsey, is offering his two cents. Ramsey
sells out live shows, writes best -selling books, and has a daily call -in show on radio stations nationwide.

"The stuff we teach changes people's lives. The stuff we teach is the rock star. I'm just a little bald guy who's a

good teacher," Ramsey said. The concept Ramsey teaches is not one of those "get rich quick" schemes. It's more
like get comfortable eventually. It's advice that other generations would consider a no -brainer. "We stole it all
from God and your grandmother," Ramsey said. "The success is something Ben Franklin said, ‘common sense is not

real common." Ramsey crusades against living on credit and says to pay down the plastic: smallest balance to

largest. He calls that the "debt snowball." He advises using cash for every purchase, or a debit card if you're

ordering something on -line or over the phone.
